Thank you for your interest in volunteer opportunities with Communities In Schools Dallas Region, Inc. (CISDR).  CISDR is a non-profit stay-in-school program situated on 59 campuses in 8 school districts.  CISDR helps youth of all ages to stay in school and become more successful by providing academic support and social services.  Volunteer opportunities vary by campus, but our primary volunteer opportunities include tutors, mentors, classroom assistants, and topical speakers.

Volunteers are asked to give a minimum of one hour per week during school hours (which range from 8:00 am to 4:30 pm, depending on the campus) for the duration of an academic semester, preferably for an entire school year.

Volunteers are required to fill out an application process, which includes a background check.  For ID purposes, please bring y our Social Security card and Drivers License when you turn in your application.  The application must be filled out and the background check must be completed before volunteering.  Volunteers are also required to attend a scheduled training session lasting approximately one and a half hours.  These trainings are scheduled once a month in each cluster.  All volunteers must attend one of the volunteer training sessions within 30 days of a cleared background check.  Further detail information and campus volunteer guidelines will take place at the campus where the volunteer will be placed.

Communities In Schools Dallas Region Volunteers come from all segments of the community, including corporations, universities, and retired citizens.  These volunteers make a critical difference in the lives of the at-risk students they serve.  Improved school attendance, behavior, and grades reveal that CISDR students thrive with the attention shown to them by consistent and caring role models, people just like you.
